[bookmark: _GoBack]   The Gait Analysis Laboratory provides students with hands-on training in the biomechanics and kinesiology of movement. The lab offers a rich learning environment with various assistive devices such as wheelchairs, crutches, and walkers, in addition to a Bobath bed designed to facilitate movement therapy for patients with neurological disorders such as stroke, or traumatic brain injury. Parallel bars are also a fundamental piece of equipment in the laboratory used for gait training, balance exercises, and functional rehabilitation. Students learn to assess gait and mobility in healthy individuals as well as in people with neurological and musculoskeletal conditions.
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
