23. Course Policies:

	A- Attendance policies:

Please be on time for the class.

Attendance will be taken periodically throughout the semester.

Students are expected to attend and actively participate in all classes.
Students are expected to be on time in face to face & online meetings and sessions. 
When the student is unable to attend class, it is a courtesy to notify the instructor in advance using either e-mail or phone.
Repeated tardiness or leaving early will not be accepted.
Students who miss class (or any portion of class) are responsible for the content. Any student who misses a class has the responsibility for obtaining copies of notes, handouts, assignments, etc. from class members who were present. If additional assistance is still necessary, an appointment should be scheduled with the instructor. Class time is not to be used to go over material with students who missed class(es).
An absence of more than 15% of all the number of classes, which is equivalent of ( 2 ) classes, requires that the student provides an official excuse to the instructor and the dean.

If the excuse was accepted the student is required to withdraw from the module.

The course instructors will give students the option to select their pair therapy work and will assign each pair the patients to be seen during the semester. It is the pair responsibility to schedule appointments and follow meetings while working with a given patient.

When scheduling the therapy sessions, make sure that you schedule the number of therapy sessions per week for a given patient according to the outline in the table above.

You are expected to attend all class meetings and finish all assignments (individual and pair work assignments) within deadlines announced in class.

You are expected to prepare for and conduct all scheduled sessions (both individual and pair work session types) and not cancel any of the sessions (unless there is a national holiday or the university cancelled classes for weather related conditions). It is the responsibility of the student/student pair to motivate and urge the patient to attend and not miss any of the sessions. Cancelled sessions will negatively affect the final grade for the student pair. 

You are asked not to use any material from the materials and toys room in the department or clinic. You are encouraged to develop your own material which should be low cost and suitable for the patient you’ll be using that material with. If you need any additional material or toys, you may borrow the items that the class instructors have in their office. Make sure when using those items to take good care of them and return them to the instructor’s office in the same condition prior to you using them (with no missing parts or pieces).

You are expected to submit an electronic copy of the assessment reports, treatment plans, and progress, reports, every session plan you prepare individually or in pairs and any other related therapy material to the instructor responsible for the sessions for the day the session is given.  The instructors will outline which of them you will need to talk to about each of the cases. Submission of paper format of the session plans will not be accepted unless stated otherwise by your instructor(s).

Session plans, reports, and relevant material for a given week should be submitted to the clinical supervisor before/ by 4 p.m. Thursday proceeding of that week.  Late submissions will not be accepted and will reflect on student's grading for that week.

Students who miss class (or any portion of class) are responsible for the content. Any student who misses a class has the responsibility for obtaining copies of notes, handouts, etc. from class members who were present. Class time is not to be used to go over material with students who missed class(es).

You are expected to complete the assigned readings (when applicable) before attending classes. Reading assignments will be announced in class at least one week prior to topic discussion time.

You are expected to read and follow instructions and regulations by the speech and hearing clinic and follow the suggested format for any paperwork required during the semester (i.e., assessment reports, treatment plans, session/lesson plans, and progress reports/end of semester reports).

You should submit clinic hours for the sessions you conducted during the 8 hour block assigned for this class to the course instructors for signing within the week those sessions were given. Do not accumulate the hours. Submission of hours finished for more than one week without prior notification for delay will be taken as a sign of negligence by the student and may negatively affect the evaluation you get for your clinic work.

You can earn up to 8 clinical hours per week for the meeting and session parts of the class. The following will result in the student losing a clinical hour/clinical hours for a given week:

Sessions that the student missed

Sessions that the patient missed

Class meetings or parts of class meetings that the student missed

Sessions in which the student performance was significantly below expectations. If such a session was in pair therapy format, the two students in the pair will not earn any clinical hour credit for that session. 

Unless required by the course instructors, observation will not be counted part of clinical hours a student can earn. Similarly, and in case a patient is absent from a session, any file work done during such session time will add to only a maximum of 1 clinical hour per month that the student can get credit for no matter of how much time the student spent doing filing tasks.

You are encouraged to ask any questions you may have about your clinic work this semester during the class discussion times Sundays and Tuesdays, the instructors' office hours, and email. 

Do not audio record any part of the class discussions.
