18. Course Description:

As stated in the approved study plan.

This graduate level course entails the study of the anatomical and physiological landmarks necessary for
conducting various measurements necessary for evaluation and treatment of people with craniofacial
anomalies. This course also incorporates the knowledge of anatomy and physiology, acoustics, diagnosis,
phonology, language and audiol ogy to provide better servicesto the patient. Also, this course emphasizes a
hands-on approach in conducting videoflourascopic evaluation and designing palatal lifts and speech bulbs
when necessary. The view of the craniofacial defects as requiring a multidisciplinary team is a so emphasi zed.

Students will learn the anatomy and physiology of the normal and abnormal velopharyngeal port.

Students will learn the embryogenesis and the genetic causes of cleft lip and palate and associ ated
craniofacial anomalies.

Students will be introduced to and learn the roles of the members of the interdisciplinary team involved in
the management of patients with craniofacial anomalies

Students will learn the crucia role of the speech pathologist in conducting videofluroscopy and designing
palatal lifts and speech bulbs

Students will learn the nature of the speech disorders associated with cleft lip and palate and associated
craniofacial anomalies.
